Training or Sports Medicine are not accepted. (Not required for students completing a bachelor's degree by program start)

(2) The physical therapy program only requires two chemistry courses with at least one lab and topics do not overlap. Options include CHM 1020, CHM 1100/1130, CHM 1140/1150 or
1220/1230, CHM 1030 or CHM 1240/1250 or CHM 2220/2230.
(3) Forthe pharmacy program, you must have at least six semester credit hours of anatomy and physiology with at least three semester credit hours of anatomy of physiology at the 3000-

level or higher.

(4) Effective for the Fall 2023 admission cycle, CHM 1140/1150 is not required for Pharmacy applicants who completed CHM 1220/1230 or CHM 1240/1250 prior to Fall 2022.
