All science prerequisites must be completed within six years prior to admission into the
program. Prerequisites and equivalent courses change. It is the responsibility of the student to keep current with any changes to the prerequisites and equivalent
courses.

1220/1230, CHM 1030 or CHM 1240/1250 or CHM 2220/2230.

(3) Forthe pharmacy program, you must have at least six semester credit hours of anatomy and physiology with at least three semester credit hours of anatomy of physiology at the 3000-
level or higher
